The 2025–26 federal budget for Pakistan was presented by Finance Minister 
Muhammad Aurangzeb on June 10, 2025. The budget includes the following key 
highlights:

• Total outlay: The total budget outlay is Rs 17.57 trillion, which is a 6.9% Decrease 
from the previous year (FY25 18.8 Tr) .

• Tax revenue: The budget targets a tax revenue of RS 14.13 tr which is a 09% 
increase from the previous year (FY25 : 12900 bn).

• Economic growth: The budget targets a GDP growth 4.2% (Previous Year Target : 3.6% / Actual is 
2.7% )

• Inflation: The budget projects inflation to be 7.5%                      (Previous Year Target was 12%)

• Current Interest Rate  : 16th June, 2025

NFC Award
• The National Finance Commission Award or NFC is a series of planned economic 

programs in Pakistan enacted since 1951. Constituted under the Article 160 of 
the Constitution of Pakistan 

• July 21, 2025 -  President Asif Ali Zardari constitutes 11 National Finance Commission 
(11th NFC) - The 10th NFC expired on July 21. The 7th NFC Award has now been in effect for 
nearly 15 years

• The current award, the 7th NFC Award, was implemented in 2010 and dictates that 57.5% 
of the divisible pool of federal taxes goes to the four provinces, with the remaining 42.5% 
staying with the federal government.

• Egypt, Ethiopia, Iran and the United Arab Emirates become BRICS members

• The 2024 BRICS summit was the sixteenth annual BRICS summit, held in Kazan, Russia on 22-24 Oct,2024. It was the first BRICS summit to 
include Egypt, Ethiopia, Iran, and the United Arab Emirates as members, following their accession to the organization at the 15th BRICS summit (Jan, 2024).

• The theme of the event was: “Strengthening Multilateralism for Fair Global Development and Security.”
• BRICS members introduced a payment system named BRICS Pay

• Thirteen nations have been added as partner countries of BRICS: Algeria, Belarus, Bolivia, Cuba, Indonesia, Kazakhstan, Malaysia, Nigeria, Thailand, Turkey, Uganda, Uzbekistan, 
and Vietnam.

• January 7 – 2024 Bangladeshi general election: The Awami League, led by former PMS Sheikh 
Hasina, won a fourth consecutive term amid protests by opposition parties and a large drop in voter 
turnout.

• January 13 – 2024 Taiwanese presidential election: Lai Ching-te of the ruling Democratic Progressive 
Party wins with 40% of the vote.

• January 16 – Iran carries out a series of missile and drone strikes within Pakistan's Balochistan 
province, claiming that it had targeted the Iranian Baloch militant group Jaish ul-Adl

• January 18 – Pakistan conducts retaliatory airstrikes on Iran's Sistan and Baluchestan province 
codenamed *‘Marg Bar Sarmachar'* Death to Insurgents'.

• January 19 – Japan becomes the fifth country to achieve a soft landing on the Moon, with 
its SLIM mission. The Smart Lander for Investigating Moon (SLIM) was a Japanese Aerospace Exploration Agency (JAXA) mission to the Moon that 
demonstrated precise landing techniques and tested low-gravity exploration technology

• January 31 – Sultan of Johor Ibrahim Iskandar ascends the throne as the 17th Yang di-Pertuan 
Agong of Malaysia

Of 
the 27 EU member states, 25 are part of the Schengen Area. Two are not part of the Schengen Area are Cyprus and Ireland.

• The 2024 Indian general election, which began on April 19, concludes. In the Lok 
Sabha, the BJP party loses its outright majority, but its electoral alliance, the National 
Democratic Alliance, retains its majority

• April 30 – The G7 countries agree to phase out unabated coal power by 2030–2035.

• May 20 – The chief prosecutor of the International Criminal 
Court seeks arrest warrants for Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu and Hamas leader in Gaza Yahya Sinwar over alleged war 
crimes.

• June 12 – Air India Flight 171 Boeing 787 Dreamliner , a London-bound crashes 
at Ahmedabad, India, killing 229 passengers, 12 crew on board, and 19 people 
on the ground. One passenger survives the crash.

• June 13 – Iran–Israel war: Israel conducts air strikes against Iran's nuclear 
facilities, killing military commanders , Nuclear Scientists. Iran retaliates. 

• June 22-  US strikes on Iran 

• June 23 – Irant strikes back US airbases in Qatra & Iraq

• June 14 – July 13 – The 2025 FIFA Club World Cup is held in the United States.

• June 16–17 – The 51st G7 summit is held in Kananaskis, Canada.

• June 24–25 – A NATO summit is held at the World Forum in The Hague, 
Netherlands.



July 2025

• July 11 – August 3 – The 2025 World Aquatics Championships are held 
in Singapore.

• July 21 President Zardari constitutes 11 National Finance Commission (11th 
NFC) - The 10th NFC expired on July 21. The 7th NFC Award has now been in 
effect for nearly 15 years

• July 24 - Armed conflicts break out between Cambodia and Thailand after 
the escalation of a border dispute.



August 2025

• August 05 -  Pakistan observed “Youm-e-ihtehsal” 
• August 7–17 – The 2025 World Games are held in Chengdu, China.

• August 8 – Armenia and Azerbaijan sign a peace deal mediated by 
the United States to end 37-year-old hostilities regarding the Nagorno-
Karabakh conflict.

• August 10 - Pakistan-Tajikistan 6 days joint exercise (Dosti-ll) concludes.

• August 15–17 – The first World Humanoid Robot Games are held 
in Beijing, China.

• World’s first Commercial CO2 graveyard opens in Norway

• Pakistan Navy launches Third Hangor-Class submarine with China. (Pakistan 

will take delivery of eight Hangor-class submarines by 2028 from China )

a no-confidence vote

• September 09 - “The Gen Z protests“ - Mass anti-government/Anti corruption 
protests erupt in Nepal by young citizens & Students.

• September 09 – 12th PM K. P. Sharma Oli resigned on 09th sep & Sushila Karki 
appointed as Interim PM of Nepal on Sep 12th .

• September 09 - The 80th session of the United Nations General Assembly opens 
in New York City, United States.

• September 09 - Israel attacks the Hamas leadership in Doha, Qatar.

• September 13–21 – The 2025 World Athletics Championships are held in Tokyo, 
Japan.

• November 22 – The G20 Johannesburg Summit is scheduled to be held in South 
Africa, the first time a G20 summit has been held in Africa

• Pakistan sells First Woman Bank to UAE firm

• SUPARCO launches country’s First hyperspectral satellite.

• November 25 – According to United Nations, Indonesian capital Jakarta has 
surpassed Japanese capital Tokyo as the world's largest city, with a population of 
42 million people.

• February 5 – The New START treaty limiting strategic nuclear weapons between the United 
States and Russia expired on 5th Feb, 2026.

✓ The Strategic Arms Reduction Treaty (START) I was signed July 31, 1991, by the United States and the Soviet Union.

✓ Then NEW START was signed on 8 April 2010 in Prague, and after ratification it entered into force on 5 February 2011.

• February 6–22 – The 2026 Winter Olympics are held in Milan and Cortina d'Ampezzo, Italy.

• February 7- The 2026 Men's T20 World Cup held in India and Sri Lanka . 
✓ (on 08th March India won the ICC Men's T20 World Cup 2026 by defeating New Zealand in the final by 96 runs)

• February 26 – Afghanistan–Pakistan conflict: The government of Pakistan declares "open war" against 
the Taliban in Afghanistan.

✓  ( The military operation launched by Pakistan is named Operation Ghazab-i-Haq (or Ghazab Lil Haq)

• February 28 – 2026 Iran war: Israel and the United States launch attacks on Iran, killing many high-profile 
officials, including Supreme Leader Ali Khamenei(reported on 02nd March, 2026) .

(86year)  was assassinated on 28th Feb, 2026 in Tehran.(reported on 2nd March)

• He was targeted by Blue Sparrow ALBMs (Israel's Targeted Missile) in 
Tehran, Iran.

• March 4 – 2026 Iran war: The US Attacked the Iranian warship IRIS Dena in 
the Indian Ocean with a torpedo, killing 87 crew.

• March 5 – 2026 Nepalese general election: The Rastriya Swatantra 
Party led by Balen Shah wins a landslide victory. (After Gen-Z Revolution)

• March 6–15 – The 2026 Winter Paralympics are held in Milan and Cortina 
d'Ampezzo, Italy.
