However the sign were not sometimes 
clear, so the Oracles became the voice of Gods who delivered the 
message verbally in the state of ecstasy. Hence, the oracles were 
consulted to see the future. Consequently, different temples were 
reserved for oracles to communicate on behalf of God. One such was 

Apollo, the Greek God, who delivered the message of Zeus via it's 
Oracle at Delphi.
